Accommodation

If you are visiting Edinburgh for a longer period, say for a year, it is advisable that you find a temporary accommodation, say for a week, before you find a more permanent one.

For a temporary accommodation, a B&B (family run hotel that provides breakfast) or hotel (normally commercially run hotel that may or may not provide breakfast), will be suitable. To guarantee the booking of a hotel room, you may need to give away your credit number. See below for a list of hotel available:

For a longer term accommodation, you can rent a flat, or alternatively share a room with other students (although this is normally more difficult to find, you may go to the Edinburgh University student center to check out such info.). Normally, in Edinburgh contracts for a flat are signed in the period of 6 months or one year. It will be more difficult to find any period less than 6 months. Living Cost Estimation
