Decisions and Summary in General: 

· A new version of BuddySpace is now downloadable for all sites 

· it is expected that it is downloaded and run by all sites;

· it currently runs with JAVA 1.4, but a JAVA 1.3 may be made available at a later stage;

· Meeting:

· One PI meeting is set at November that uses Co-AKTing technology, esp. the recording facility;

· Follow-Ups: 

· Continual Mapping of Compendium and I-X at the conceptual level and generate ideas for their uses: 

· Southampton tidies up their video recording and tagging functions (they use OpenQuickTime);

· BuddySpace extends its “role and relationship” functions, esp. the peer-to-peer facility;

· To integrate I-X with BuddySpace in its state panel; or to investigate whether it makes sense to do so.
