Supercar Dashboard Instruments
1. Tachometer (RPM)

Air Ministry 6A/1559

Seen in Gloster Meteor (1st RAF jet, hence need for high revs)

Various manufacturers; slight variation between manufacturers, the Supercar one has an up arrow logo pointing at the zero (seems to have been deliberately obscured in some episodes). The image included is of an identical model and carries the batch number 2/54 whereas the Supercar gauge has the batch number 6/53.
2. ‘Tracker Gauge’

Looks like a remote/radio compass with the dial replaced. The casing is identical to many other instruments but has been turned 90 deg anticlockwise to put the control knob on the right. I haven’t yet found an instrument with a similar knob.

3. Flow Control Knobs

These are identical to those found on Oxygen Regulators seen in a variety of WW2 aircraft including the Spitfire.

4. Scope Dial

This is a modified Suction Gauge made by Mechanism of Croydon.

The found item has an identical housing but a slightly different dial. It carries the Air Ministry number A6/2696 which I think is the same on the Supercar gauge though my screen cap is quite blurry.
5. Airspeed Indicator

Air Ministry A6/3147
High speed meter seen in the Gloster Meteor will read upto 600 knots.

May have been manufactured by General Motors but a very similar gauge with the same AM number was made by Mechanism of Croyden.

6. Radio Altitude Meter

This appears to be of US manufacture; I couldn’t find an Air Ministry number for it. There is a very similar gauge with round windows and a plain round dial which carries the same part number (ID-14/APPN-1).
Seen in some later versions of the Gloster Meteor and a variety of US aircraft including some versions of the DC3.

7. Pressure Gauge (mmHg)

The nearest match I could find for this is the high level altimeter carried by WW2 reconnaissance aircraft (Air Ministry 6A/1502) made by Negretti and Zamba. It is seen in some Gloster Meteor cockpits.
I could not find a variation with  ‘mmHg’ and wonder whether it was modified for the show.

8. Temperature Gauge

This is the temperature gauge used in the Ford GPA/GPW vehicles (the US army Jeep and its amphibious variant). Made by Stewart Warner, some variants carry a SW logo. Originals tend to be pricy, but replica items are plentiful and cheap.

9. Oxygen and Fuel Gauges.

Air Ministry 6A/3863

This is a fuel gauge which was obviously modified to produce the Oxy. Gauge for the show.

Manufacturer unknown.

10. Remote Compass

I have no very good screen grabs of this gauge from the show. The nearest match I could find to the Supercar gauge was the Bendix compass (made by its Pioneer sub-company). There is an identical gauge accredited to the General Motors Co. 
No Air Ministry number that I could find.
11. Not included in the images, but the Oxygen flow gauge seen in the show (obviously just knocked up in house) was, I think, inspired by the US ‘Blinker’ which had an eye-shaped opening to indicate oxygen flow.
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
